CONTRACT OF GP REGISTRARS SUPERVISION RESPONSIBILITY

Out of hours provision of care – GP Co-operatives/Nottingham Emergency Medical Service

The purpose of this document is to clarify the responsibility of supervision for GP Registrars gaining experience in out of hours general practice whilst working for the Nottingham Emergency Medical Services (NEMS).

1. A GP Registrar will not be allowed to gain experience at NEMS until deemed able by his/her Trainer.

2. Whilst working and seeing patients at NEMS, the responsibility for supervising the GP Registrar and liability for the actions of the GP Registrar will be that of the supervising doctor.  This is the same responsibility that exists with the Trainer and GP Registrar during normal training.

3. The GP Registrar will keep a log of out of hours experience.  This will contain the following information:

a) The completed contract signed by the GP Registrar and Trainer

b) The signature of the supervising doctor for each session worked.

c) Details of the patients seen with minimal patient identification as well as a record of their illness together with any other information that the Nottingham V.T.S. deems necessary to prove educational learning and reflection.
