Dear Trainer

I am writing to inform you of changes to the way that remedial training is documented.

 In the past, under the JCPTGP, failed periods of GPR training were not formally documented or included in an applicant's training record.  Registrars were told that they should only submit VTR/1 forms for periods of satisfactorily completed training and so in many cases this would just be the three or six month remedial post.  If a trainee was only able to document less than 12 months of satisfactorily completed GPR training they would be issued with a Certificate of Equivalent Experience rather than a Certificate of Prescribed Experience.

Under the new order PMETB feel it is appropriate that doctors who complete a full CCT programme and pass Summative Assessment should get a CCT, even if the programme involved a period of remedial training.  However, the PMETB's rules also require satisfactory completion of at least 12 months as a GP Registrar.

The new process to be followed to document failed and remedial GPR training is as follows:

If a Registrar 'fails' their GPR post because they do not pass all of Summative Assessment and they are offered remedial training by you the 'failed' period should be documented on a VTR/1 RITA D form (attached).  This form highlights problem areas which need addressing, but does not treat the entire post as failed.  If the trainee then goes onto pass a remedial post by addressing the problems highlighted on the RITA D that post will be documented on a VTR/1 RITA C.  We would then be treating this applicant as someone who required 15 months to pass, for example, rather than 12.

If a doctor's performance in a GPR post is so poor that you are not happy to sign off a RITA D  please refer to the Deanery.

Please be aware that the only change in the process is the way in which the 'failed' period of training is documented.  Remedial posts will not be accepted as contributing towards the 'middle year' of the training programme.  

Therefore, if a trainee spends 12 months in a GPR post and six months in a remedial GPR post this will make a contribution of 12 months towards his training programme, not 18 months.
