THREE DEANERIES GP TRAINING CRITERIA 2006

The Three Deaneries GP Education Committee have approved a number of changes to the GP Training Criteria for 2006

Whilst the Committee did not wish to set a minimum Quality and Outcomes Framework (QOF) achievement, for training practices, practices may wish to use their QOF score to demonstrate achievement of a particular criterion. Relevant criteria have therefore been referenced e.g. criterion 2.2 Prescribing Policy refers to QorgMM 6/10 – QOF Organisation Domain Medicines Management section 6 and 10.

The Committee has discussed a proposal for non-medical educational supervisors for GP Registrars. Whilst not endorsing this development other than in pilot practices, the Committee would wish to emphasise that Trainers should adopt a corporate approach to training utilising the skills and abilities of other practice team members and encouraging their development of educational expertise. 

The guidance notes have been updated to clarify certain of the criteria. This years amendments to the criteria and guidance notes are highlighted in bold. Some criteria have been renumbered or moved to a different section for the 2006 criteria.
