Bowman customers, suppliers and friends raise £2,000 for EMICS
Local restoration builder selects locally-based voluntary emergency medical response charity to benefit from its annual golf event
Tuesday September 16th, 2008:  Builder E. Bowman & Sons Ltd of Cherryholt Road in Stamford today presented a cheque for £2,000 to the East Midlands Immediate Care Scheme (EMICS) in recognition of the vital role played by volunteer doctors from EMICS in supporting the emergency services at the scene of serious accidents and other medical emergencies in the region.  

The money was donated by the 70 golfers attending the annual Bowman Golf Day played at Greetham Valley Golf Club last month.  The Bowman golf event is in its 15th year and includes 27 holes of golf and a formal dinner.  Bowman hosts and fully sponsors the event for suppliers, customers and friends.  Raising money for charity has become an integral part of the day with Bowman guests bidding for donated auction items and playing ‘heads and tails’ before the presentation of prizes for the day’s best golfer and the winning team. 

This year’s auction items included a fully-funded day of golf for four people at Greetham Valley Golf Club – donated by Robert Hinch – as well as a corporate hospitality package for eight people at a Cambridge United home game – donated by Trade Recruitment in Cambridge.  Travis Perkins also donated the use of a small digger for a week.  The biggest single bid of the evening was made by Cambridge-based stone masonry and restoration specialists Rattee & Kett Ltd who paid £500 for the Cambridge United game.

E Bowman & Sons Managing Director Trevor Jackson selected EMICS as the 2008 designated charity after witnessing first hand the life-saving work of his son-in-law Major Leon Roberts from the Royal Army Medical Corps.  Leon who is based at the MOD base at North Luffenham is one of the specially trained doctors who donates much of his free time to EMICS.

Doctors in EMICS are volunteers who attend emergency incidents at the request of and in support of staff from the East Midlands Ambulance Service.  These doctors are all very experienced and fully trained in trauma work and are equipped to perform life saving interventions at the scene of an incident such as industrial or road traffic accident or rail crash.  They carry with them a wide range of specialist equipment to deal with the serious trauma and other emergencies that might be encountered in their day to day emergency work.

A fund raising campaign was launched earlier this year to generate the £75,000 necessary to equip five new doctors who have recently been recruited to help expand the service across the region.
