EMERGENCY DOCTOR RECEIVES PERSONAL THANKS 
FROM PATIENT
One of the volunteer emergency doctors from the East Midlands Immediate Care Scheme (EMICS) recently had a surprise visit from one of his recent patients whom he attended on an emergency visit when he was suffering a heart attack. 
The doctor, Major Leon Roberts, is with the Royal Army Medical Corps based at MOD North Luffenham and received the emergency call on 8th July to Mr Alan Spademan who lives in Lyddington, Rutland. Major Roberts was first on the scene and stabilised the patient giving him cardiac drugs until the ambulance arrived to take him to Kettering General Hospital. Mr Spademan was detained in hospital where he subsequently had major surgery to fit 3 stents in his coronary arteries; he has recovered extremely well and called to say thank you personally to Major Roberts at the MOD North Luffenham base last week. Major Roberts said; “It was wonderful to see Mr Spademan looking so well after such major surgery and I am very pleased to have been able to reach him so quickly when he was in trouble”
Doctors in EMICS are volunteers who attend emergency incidents at the request of and in support of staff from the East Midlands Ambulance Service. These doctors are all very experienced and fully trained in trauma work and are equipped to perform life saving interventions at the scene of an incident such as industrial or road traffic accident or rail crash as well as straight forward medical emergencies. They carry with them a wide range of specialist equipment to deal with the serious trauma and other emergencies that might be encountered in their day to day emergency work.

A fund raising campaign was recently launched to generate the £75,000 necessary to equip 5 new doctors who have recently been recruited to help expand the service across the region.
