Local Emergency doctor first on scene of accident

A local GP, Dr Mark Folman, was first to attend to patients’ injuries at the scene of a three car road traffic accident this week and was able to provide support to ambulance service colleagues before two of the injured were transferred to local hospitals.

The accident happened outside the Fountain Medical Centre (on Tuesday 17th June) and the injuries received are understood not to be life threatening.

Dr Folman was able to utilise his specialist expertise in treating trauma and has recently become a volunteer with the East Midlands Immediate Care Scheme (EMICS). 

Doctors in EMICS are volunteers who attend emergency incidents at the request of and in support of staff from the East Midlands Ambulance Service. These doctors are all very experienced and fully trained in trauma work and are equipped to perform  life saving interventions at the scene of an incident such as an  industrial incident, road traffic accident or rail crash. They carry with them a wide range of specialist equipment to deal with the serious trauma and other emergencies that might be encountered in their day to day emergency work.

A fund raising campaign was recently launched to generate the £75,000 necessary to equip 5 new doctors who have recently been recruited to help expand the service across the region.
