VOLUNTEER EMERGENCY DOCTOR AT SCENE OF SUNDAY EVENING RTC
A volunteer emergency doctor from East Midlands Immediate Care Scheme (EMICS) was on duty again last evening (10.00 pm Sunday 19th October) at a road traffic collision in Chesterfield.

The five young occupants of a vehicle that had left the road and collided with a tree, whilst they did not suffer life threatening injuries, had to be stabilised at the scene because of suspected spinal or limb injuries. They were all transported by a fleet of ambulances to Chesterfield Royal Hospital from the site of the accident in Deepsick Lane, Temple Normanton. The EMICS doctor who attended the incident was Dr Pam Hardy who is a Consultant in Emergency Care in North Derbyshire.

Dr Hardy said of the incident “We are currently working on some accident prevention awareness and will be running some demonstrations during Road Safety Week in November at the Colleges in Chesterfield. Thankfully on this occasion the victims of the accident did not suffer life threatening injuries.” (More information will be issued in a later press release about the Road Safety Week demonstrations).

All doctors in EMICS are volunteers who attend emergency incidents at the request of and in support of staff from the East Midlands Ambulance Service. These doctors are all very experienced and fully trained in trauma work and are equipped to perform life saving interventions at the scene of an incident such as industrial or road traffic accident or rail crash. They carry with them a wide range of specialist equipment to deal with the serious trauma and other emergencies that might be encountered in their day to day emergency work. 
Dr Pam Hardy has been a member of EMICS since 2004 and introduced the East Midlands Regional Faculty of Pre-hospital Care, of which she is now Chair, and runs a regular educational programme. She also participates in Air Ambulance work. In 2007 she contributed to the development of the BASICS Smart@Scene Course as Medical Director and regularly contributes to running practical training exercises and demonstrations locally with Derbyshire Fire & Rescue Service and other agencies.

A fund raising campaign was launched earlier this year to generate the £75,000 necessary to equip 5 new doctors who have recently been recruited to help expand the service across the region.
