VOLUNTEER DOCTOR ATTENDS RTA
An emergency doctor from the East Midlands Immediate Care Scheme (EMICS)  Dr. Tim Gray, was in attendance at a five vehicle road traffic accident in Rutland on the afternoon of Friday 22nd August working in support of the East Midlands Ambulance Service and the East Midlands Air Ambulance (which covers Derbyshire, Leicestershire and Rutland). The accident occurred where the A1joins the A606 between Empingham and Stamford.
The accident resulted in one significantly injured patient, a lady of 80 years who sustained possible chest, shoulder and neck injuries. The Fire and Rescue service needed to remove the roof of the car to release her and, after being trapped for some 45 minutes, she was transferred to Kettering General Hospital by the air ambulance.
Doctors in EMICS are volunteers who attend emergency incidents at the request of and in support of staff from the East Midlands Ambulance Service. These doctors are all very experienced and fully trained in trauma work and are equipped to perform  life saving interventions at the scene of an incident such as industrial or road traffic accident or rail crash. They carry with them a wide range of specialist equipment to deal with the serious trauma and other emergencies that might be encountered in their day to day emergency work.

A fund raising campaign was recently launched to generate the £75,000 necessary to equip 5 new doctors who have recently been recruited to help expand the service across the region.
